¶ STI Home is an internet program that will allow parents and 

students to login to view grades, homework assignments, stu-

dent schedules and student attendance.  

¶ Through STI Home, parents can access important information 

about their children directly from their computer, anytime, any-

where, provided they have an Internet connection. Parents and 

students can view daily grades, report card grades, class sched-

ules and attendance records.  

¶ Please note that all information provided is NOT updated daily.  

Please keep in mind that our teachers try to keep their records 

as current as possible. However, they do not always have the op-

portunity to post grades to the computer grade book on a daily 

basis. Your studentõs current òclass averageó reflects the grades 

the teachers have posted to the computer grade book, not all the 

work the students may have completed and received a grade for 

may be posted. 

We hope that this new innovation will increase communication 

with teachers, administration,  counselor and parents and help to 

provide our students with the best education possible.   

 

To access your child's records, you must first obtain the identifica-

tion number and PIN number from your childõs Case Manager/

Professional School Counselor. PIN numbers are distributed only to 

parent/guardian of  record.

Also use Naviance as a good tool to track your applications with your 

guidance counselor.

Most colleges require the following: 

 1. Official SAT or ACT test scores 

 2. Transcript  

 3. Resume 

 4. Personal statement or Essay with a     

 prompt (given by them). 

 5. Recommendation Letters from counselor and  

            teachers. 
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Any student who participated in the PSATs on October 14,2009 results are available in 

guidance with Ms. Bollmann.  In addition to receiving the score, students will receive 

their PSAT test booklet so they can review the questions and answers.  PSAT scores can 

be converted to SAT scores by adding a zero to the number.  Each section is worth 80 

points (800 for SAT) that includes: Verbal, Mathematics, and Writing.  The national av-

erage ranges around 49 points ( 490 for SAT) for each section.  Naviance has free SAT 

tutorials available to all students.  See your counselor for more information.
